1 New Market Planning Commission 
2 August 2, 2010

4 The regular monthly meeting of the New Market Planning Commission was held 
5 on August 2, 2010 with the following members in attendance: Tom Linski, Jr.; Ron 
6 Gore; Greg Bair; John Blosser; George Daugharty; Sonny Mongold; and Tim Palmer. 
7 Visitors can be found on the attached sign in sheet. Chairman Linski called the meeting 
8 to order at 7:32 p.m. and declared that quorum was present. The pledge of allegiance was 
9 recited in unison.

11 MINUTES 
12 
13 John Blosser made a motion to approve the minutes of the June 7, 2010 meeting 
14 as presented. George Daugharty seconded. The motion earned on a voice vote. 
15 
16 PUBLIC HEARING 
17 
18 None. 
19 
20 OLD BUSINESS 
21 
22 Chad Neese gave the Zoning Administrator's report. He noted that in June and 
23 July, 4 and 6 permits were issued respectively. For the year 33 permits have been issued. 
24 This is above the total for the same time period from 2009 of 21 permits. The Neff 
25 Enterprises property on 211 has seen quite a bit of site work. It was noted that a Dollar 
26 General will be the retail store associated with the project. They anticipate to have the 
27 store up before the end ofthe year. The water/sewer website project now contains 9.6 
28 miles of lines that have been documented. Work continues on updating the information 
29 in the Comprehensive Plan.

31 NEW BUSINESS 
32 
33 Mr. Neese noted that a memo had been circulated from Mr. John Crim regarding a 
34 modification of the Subdivision Ordinance. The matter was referred to the Subdivision 
35 Subcommittee and they held a meeting on Thursday, July 29, 2010. The matter was 
36 discussed, an opinion from the Town Attorney was obtained and the subcommittee 
37 recommended to not make any changes to the ordinance. Mr. Neese stated that he had 
38 spoken with Mr. Crim and he wished to have the matter tabled and to possibly revisit it 
39 later. Chairman Linski stated that he had received a letter from Mr. Crim. The letter was 
40 one of apology by Mr. Crim for having missed the meeting, as he accidentally mixed up 
41 his days. Discussion among the Planning Commission centered on not wanting to have 
42 to revisit something on the table when the subcommittee has offered a recommendation. 
43 Mayor Smith noted that the matter was not listed as an action item for the meeting, it was 
44 listed as an update. It could be placed on next months agenda for action though. The 
45 Planning Commission asked that the matter be placed on the next month's agenda for 
46 consideration. 
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
