ACH AVAILABLE FOR PAYMENT OF YOUR UTILITY BILL

We know how busy our customers are and how quickly the due date comes around for water/sewer bills. We want
to remind citizens that we offer the option of paying their water bill through automatic deduction (ACH) from their bank
account each month. This could save writing a check, paying postage, or even a trip to the Town Office. We no longer offer
credit/debit card deductions. Forms for ACH can be picked up in the Town Office or downloaded from the Residents tab
of the Town’s website, www.newmarketvirginia.com. Completed forms should be returned to the Town Office. Automatic
deductions will be deducted from your bank account on the fifteenth of each month unless it falls on a weekend or holiday;
then it will be deducted on the next business day. The amount due on your bill is the amount that will be deducted from your
account.

DID YOU KNOW?

Did you know that you can have chickens in town? Yes
you can! There are stipulations, of course. Read the following
ordinance to understand what is and isn’t allowed.

(j.) Chickens:

1. The keeping of no more than six (6) chickens is
allowed as an accessory use on a property on which the
principal use is a residential dwelling,

2. No roosters shall be allowed.

3. Must be in a coop sized no less than four (4) square
feet per chicken; chickens cannot run free.

4. All coops and any other structures must (i) meet
accessory structure setbacks and (if) be located behind the
residence

5. The area where the chickens are kept must be cleaned
and made free of waste on a regular basis and must be
disposed on in a timely manner in an effort to effectively
eliminates odor problems and insects related to use.

6. Eggs and meat cannot be sold.

7. The slaughtering of chickens is not allowed.

8. Chickens shall not be permitted on any parcel of
land that is within five hundred (500) feet of any poultry
processing plant, poultry hatchery, poultry feed mill, poultry
truck lot, poultry farm, or from property where facilities are
operated by the Virginia Department of Agriculture and
Consumer Services. If any portion of a parcel is located in
the prohibited five hundred (500) feet area described above,
no chickens shall be kept on that entire parcel.

INTRODUCTION

This Annual Drinking Water Quality Report for calendar year 2023 is designed to provide you with valuable
information about your drinking water quality. We are committed to providing you with a safe and dependable
supply of drinking water, and we want you to understand the efforts we make to protect your water supply. The
quality of your drinking water meets all state and federal requirements administered by the Virginia Department
of Health (VDH).

GENERAL INFORMATION

As water travels over the surface of the land or through the ground, it dissolves naturally occurring minerals and
can pick up substances resulting from the presence of animals or from human activity. Substances (referred to as
contaminants) in source water may come from septic systems, discharges from domestic or industrial wastewater
treatment facilities, agricultural and farming activities, urban storm water runoff, residential uses, and many other
types of activities. Water from surface sources is treated to make it drinkable while groundwater may or may not
have any treatment.

All drinking water, including bottled drinking water, may reasonably be expected to contain at least small amounts
of some contaminants. The presence of contaminants does not necessarily indicate that water poses a health risk.
More information can be obtained by calling the Environmental Protection Agency's Safe Drinking Water Hotline
(800-426-4791) or by visiting their website at EPA.gov.

Some people may be more vulnerable to contaminants in drinking water than the general population. Immune-
compromised persons such as persons with cancer undergoing chemotherapy, persons who have undergone organ
transplants, people with HIV/AIDS or other immune system disorders, some elderly, and infants can be
particularly at risk from infections. These people should seek advice about drinking water from their health care
providers. EPA/CDC guidelines on appropriate means to lessen the risk of infection by cryptosporidium and other
microbiological contaminants are available from the Safe Drinking Water Hotline (800-426-4791).

SOURCES AND TREATMENT OF YOUR DRINKING WATER

Your drinking water came from groundwater and groundwater under the influence of surface water obtained from
six drilled wells. Water is distributed throughout Town by a booster pump station, one storage tank, and variously
sized distribution piping.

Treatment of Wells 1 and 6 consists of chlorination. As water is pumped from the wells, a chlorine solution is
injected into combined well discharge line to disinfect the water prior to distribution. Treatment of Wells 2, 4, 8,
and the Shenandoah Valley Academy (SVA) Well consist of membrane filtration and chlorination. Water pumped
from the wells passes through a basket strainer to pretreat the water prior to membrane filtration and chlorination.
The membrane filtration eliminates turbidity and bacteria from the water while chlorination is used to disinfect
the water prior to distribution.

SOURCE WATER ASSESSMENTS

A source water assessment for the Town of New Market was completed by the Virginia Department of Health
(VDH). This assessment determined that the Town's water sources may be susceptible to contamination because
they are groundwater or surface influenced groundwater exposed to a wide array of contaminants at varying
concentrations. Changing hydrologic, hydraunlic, and atmospheric conditions promote migration of contaminants
from land use activities of concern within the assessment area. More specific information may be obtained by
contacting the water system representative referenced within this report.

DEFINITIONS

In the table and elsewhere in this report you will find many terms and abbreviations you might not be familiar
with. The following definitions are provided to help you better understand these terms:

Action Level (AL): The concentration of a contaminant which, if exceeded, triggers treatment or other requirements which a water
system must follow.

Level 1 Assessment: A Level 1 Assessment is a study of the water system to identify potential problems and determine, if possible, why
total coliforin bacteria have been found in our water systemn.

Level 2 Assessment: A Level 2 Assessment is a very detailed study of the water system to identify potential problems and determine, if
possible, why an E-coli MCL violation has occurred and / or why total coliform bacteria have been found in our water system on
multiple occasions.

Maximum Contaminant Level (MCL): The highest level of a contaminant that is allowed in drinking water. MCLs are set as close to
the MCLGs as feasible using the best available treatment technology.

Maximum Contaminant Level Goal (MCLG): The level of a contaminant in drinking water below which there is no known or
expected risk to health. MCLGs allow for a margin of safety.

Maximum Residual Disinfectant Level (MRDL): The highest level of a disinfectant allowed in drinking water. There is convincing
evidence that addition of a disinfectant is necessary for control of microbial contaminants.

Maximum Residual Disinfectant Level Goal (MRDLG): The level of a drinking water disinfectant below which there is no known or
expected risk to health. MRDLGs do not reflect the benefits of the use of disinfectants to control microbial contamination.

Nephelometric Tarbidity Unit (NTU) - A measure of the clarity of water. Turbidity in excess of 5 NTU is just noticeable to the average
person.

Non-detects (ND): Lab analysis indicates that the contaminant is not present

Parts per billion (ppb) or Micregrams per liter (ug/L): One part per billion corresponds to one minute in 2,000 years, or a single
penny in $10,000,000.

Parts per million (ppm) or Milligrams per liter (mg/L): One part per million corresponds to one minute in two years or a single penny
in $10,000.

Picocuries per liter (pCi/L): A measure of the radioactivity in water.
Treatment Technique (TT): A required process ntended to reduce the level of a contaminant in drinking water.

Variances and exemptions: State or EPA permission not to meet an MCL or a treatment technique under certain conditions.

ADJUSTMENT POLICY FOR
FILLING SWIMMING POOLS

Swimming pool adjustments will be limited to one
(1) adjustment per calendar year per customer. To qualify
for this annual adjustment, the customer must submit an
Application for Swimming Pool Credit prior to the filling
of a swimming pool. In addition, the meter must be read
by Town staff before and after the filling of the pool.
Customers that are billed for water only or have a watet-
only meter will not qualify for a pool credit. Splasher pools
also known as “kiddie” pools, hot tubs, or spas will not
qualify for a pool adjustment. Please contact the Town
Office at 540-740-3432 for a copy of the guidelines and an
Application for Swimming Pool Credit.

YARD SALES

As summer approaches we begin thinking about yard
sales. The guidelines below are a good reminder on the rules
and regulations in town regarding these sales.

Guidelines

1. All individuals conducting a yard sale are required to
obtain a yard sale permit from the Town Office prior to the sale.

2. In residential districts, a household is only allowed
two yard sales annually. There is no fee associated with
permits for these two sales and sales cannot exceed a 72-
hour consecutive period.

3. In commercial districts, a household is allowed two
yard sales annually with no fee associated with the permits
for these two sales. If the householder wishes to hold
additional sales an annual permit must be obtained at a fee as
set from time to time by the Town Council. Each yard sale
in a commercial district cannot exceed a 72-hour consecutive
period every three months.

4. Signs shall NOT be placed on telephone poles,
power poles, street signs, public trees, sidewalks or
any other publicly owned and/or maintained places or
structures. All signs shall be limited to private property and
shall be removed within 24 hours after the conclusion of the sale.

5. During the weekend of the Route 11 Yard Crawl, the
Town will not count participation in that event towards total
allowable yard sales on an annual basis.

6. Civic organizations are exempt from the above
regulations, except for #4.
